New Moscow — St.Petersburg motorway is a com-
mercial project to be implemented as the first large-
scale Public to Private Partnership (PPP) project in
Russia with large international participation.

The new motorway will link two major Russian ci-
ties — Moscow and St. Petersburg by a 10-row high-
way.

The project raises serious environmental concerns.
According to independent experts’ assessments the
construction involves massive destruction of natural
areas. It includes protected areas such as Forest
Parks and Specially Protected Natural Areas.

The first part of the motorway to be built is the
section from 15 to 58 km that goes near Moscow
through Khimki Region (a part of the Moscow
Region). Here we can see the environmental
problems that are typical for the whole project of
the motorway from Moscow to St. Petersburg.

A quick look at the plan is
enough to see the problem.

Throughout Moscow,

the road goes in a com-
mon transport corridor with
the existing Oktyabrskaya
railroad between Moscow
and St.Petersburg.

However, the direction of the planned road

changes abruptly when the road leaves Mos-
cow and enters into Khimki Region. The road turns
to North, toward Khimki Forest Park and Shereme-
tyevo Airport.

The first environmental problem arises even

before the road reaches Khimki Forest Park —
just when the road leaves Moscow. In this point the
road destroys a narrow forest strip separating the
residential buildings of Khimki from a giant opened
dumping ground. After that forest barrier is gone as
a result of the motorway construction, the residents
will be exposed to combined harmful influence of
the dump, the motorway to be built as well as of
two other existing motorways nearby. It is neces-
sary to stress that according to the project the
dumping ground remains intact since the use of its
territory for the construction is more expensive and
complicated.

Khimki Forest Park is a natural habitat for

many animals (including elks, boars, foxes,
etc.) birds and insects. As it was stressed in an of-
ficial statement of the Head of Moscow City’s Forest
Department Mrs. Kuznetsova A.V. “If implemented
according to the proposed plan, the project would
inflict huge damage to the Forest Park not only be-
cause to the large cleared area. It would separate
the forest array into parts that leads to disruption
and degradation of forest vegetation on both sides
of the highway”.

One of the rare natural objects within the For-

est Park territory is a picturesque cranberry
swamp. It had been planned to give the swamp the
status of Specially Protected Natural Territory before
the motorway project was developed. But now the
planned road passes just through the swamp area.
According to the mentioned statement of the Mos-
cow City Forest Department, “Analysis of the chosen
motorway’s routing through the forest shows that
authors of the project have not even tried to mini-
mize the assumed damage to the forest park”.

When leaving Khimki Forest Park the road

destroys another pristine wildlife area — the
valley of the river Klyasma. The place where the
road crosses the river is the only place where natu-
ral habitat of many spices of river birds, mammals,
and fish is still intact. Not only the road itself but a
whole interchange is to be placed here. It will un-
doubtedly lead to complete destruction of the river
ecosystem.

After passing Khimki
Forest Park the motorway
approaches Sheremetyevo
International Airport.
Then the road returns to
its initial  direction along
Oktyabrskaya Railroad. Therefore,
the road’s turn toward the Khimki
Forest Park leads not only to
unacceptable environmental
damage but makes the road a
few kilometers longer. Though
Russian officials admit that
alternative options do exist,
they even do not mention the
most obvious one: the use of
the common transport corridor
with Oktyabrskaya railroad just
the same way as it was planned
within Moscow. The territory
near the railroad consists mainly
of old enterprise buildings,
garages, dumps, etc. It is neither
a protected natural area nor a

densely populated zone.

One of the main supporters of
the motorway’s routing through
Khimki Forest Park is Russian
Minister of Transportation
Mr. Igor Levitin. His most obvious
reason is to make the motorway
construction as simple and cheap
as possible by the use of forest
territory. But it should also be
mentioned that Minister Levitin is
at the same time a chief executive
in various commercial enterprises
in Sheremetyevo International
Airport. For example, he is the Chairman of the
Board of Directors of Aeroflot — the largest
Russian commercial carrier which is permanently
based at Sheremetyevo Airport. Therefore, Mr.
Levitin’s ability to make independent decisions in
this case can be seriously undermined. Indeed, the
planned deviation of the road toward the airport is
undoubtedly profitable for the airport as well as for
any carrier basing there.

Another fierce supporter of
the project is Moscow District’s
Governor Mr. Gromov. In his Decree
# 358/16 he has even allocated all
the Khimki Forest Park territory
for the commercial development
around the motorway which was in
directcontradiction withtheRussian
legislation. Under the pressure of
public opinion he was forced to
cancel his decree. Nevertheless,
in his plan named “The Measures
on Development of Territories of
Moscow Region” all the Khimki
Forest Park territory is still marked
as an “urban development” zone.
Various commercial structures

associated with Gromov’s team have obvious
interest in commercial development of the forest
territory near the planned motorway.

Khimki’s Mayor Vladimir Strel-
chenko is a representative of
Gromov’s team. Mr. Strelchenko
was the first among Russian
officials who backed the road’s
routing through Khimki Forest
Park by signing his Decree #367-r.
It was done without any public
discussion, even before false
“Public Hearings” were arranged. Then, before and
because of the local polls, he was forced to cancel
the Decree. Moreover, Strelchenko’s administration
unlawfully forbade to hold a local referendum on
the Khimki Forest Park’s problem.

Decree # 1642-r. According to
that decree, about 150 hectares
of Khimki Forest Park is converted
from the forest lands into the
lands for the construction of the
commercial motorway Moscow-
| St.Petersburg. It is the very option
j according to which the bulk of the
Forest Park territory is cut into two
parts by the motorway that leads to the complete
destruction of the ecosystem. The Decree breaks
the actual legislation, since Article 11 of Federal Law
#172-FZ from 21.12.2004 forbids such a conversion
of forest lands into lands for capital construction if
any alternative is available. In the case of Moscow —
St.Petersburg motorway there exist at least two
alternative routings that is officially recognized by
Russian Ministry of Transport. Because of this illegal
public breach of the Russian legislation Save Khimki
Forest movement addressed the President in order
to demand the resignation of Prime Minister Putin
VV.

The main participants from the West are
French companies Vinci and Eurovia with their
representative in Russia called North Western
Investment Company. The main international
banks involved in the project are the European
Bank for Reconstruction and Development (EBRD)
and the European Investment Bank (EIB). Despite
multiple warnings from Russian and international
environmentalists the banks have confirmed their
participation in the project. It allows Vinci and
Eurovia to turn blind eye toward environmental
issues and sign concession agreement on the
project in its present condition (probably, on very
profitable terms).

It is the civil society of Russia that has been fighting
for the Khimki Forest Park since 2007. The activists
of Save Khimki Forest movement have been
threatened as well as have been arrested by the
local police, and their meetings have often been
banned by authorities. Nevertheless, Save Khimki
Forest movement have wide popular support: about
15 000 people in Russia and abroad have signed
petition for the conservation of the Khimki Forest
Park against the current project of the motorway
passing through its territory.

The most known case that was covered by Russian
and international media was a killing attempt against
the local journalist Mikhail Beketov who wrote
about the Khimki Forest problem. That attempt took
place in November 2008. Since then, Mikhail has
permanently been placed in hospital as a heavily
disabled person. Yet, there are still no official results
of the investigation of this crime. However, suspicion
of Mr. Strelchenko’s administration involvement in
the case is well-spread. Despite all this, the activists
of Save Khimki Forest movement are still continuing
their fight.

The project was condemned by many Russian
and international organizations, including
Moscow State Duma (the Parliament of
Moscow), Russian  Ministry of  Natural
Resources, and the Department of Natural
Resources of Moscow, as well as by various
political partiesand NGOsincluding Greenpeace
and WWF, Worldwide Russian Council, European
Green Party, and even by a French Senator, ex-
Minister of Ecology of France Mrs. Dominique
Voyenet. In an open letter to Russian President
Mr. Medvedev and Prime-Minister Mr. Putin,
Greenpeace has stressed that the decision on
the motorway routing through the forest park
contradicts directly the Russian legislation.
Now lawsuits against the project are awaiting
consideration in the Supreme Court of Russia
as well as in the European Court for Human
Rights. More than 50 environmental NGOs
from Russia and abroad have signed an
open letter to EIB and EBRD asking them
to withdraw their support from the project
unless the motorway’s routing is changed

to bypass Khimki Forest Park.
